OLD BUSINESS

ONGOING BUSINESS
· Heather Sieve provided an update on the Tournament Committee.  
a. The Pickle in the Park Tournament was held June 23-25.  There were 146 registrants in 16 divisions, from 12-and-under youth through 65+.  This was the first tournament utilizing pickleball bracket software.
b. The inaugural Fernson Presents Skipday Summer Smash Tournament was held August 11-13 at Huether Family Match Pointe.  There were 225 registrants in 21 divisions from 3.0 to 60+ with an open division and payouts to winners.
c. The Sanford Pentagon Tournament will be held October 20-22.  We will be offering 39 divisions from youth through 55+ and will be offering a skinny singles division for the first time.
d. Discussion was held regarding the purchase of an AED unit to have available during tournaments.
e. Discussion was held regarding obtaining, through purchase or member donation, folding tables, rolling coolers, and a canopy in club inventory for tournament use. 
· Carla Dedula provided an update on the League Committee.  
a. Women’s League will run October 1 through November 19 Sundays from 4-6p.m. at Linwood Church.  A contract has been signed with the facility and we have scheduled the taping of lines.
b. Mike Thelen will be in charge of running leagues at Match Pointe through Match Pointe.  There will be a Tuesday night and a Wednesday night league.
c. Discussion was held about doing a mixed league Sunday night at Linwood Church.  Carla will contact Linwood to see if that can be arranged.
Aaron Reiter provided an update on the Membership/Engagement Committee.  
d. The committee hosted membership lessons for two sponsor companies, Cornerstone and CBD.  No one showed up for the CBD lessons.
e. A club social potluck is scheduled for September 20th at Riverdale Park.  The club will be providing HyVee chicken and water.
f. The committee will be providing lessons to USF students on September 27th.
g. Avera Fitness will be opening up two pickleball courts and members will be providing lessons to staff there on September 13 and to members September 18.
· Cole Angelo provided an update on the Communications Committee.  We currently have 814 enrolled members in the club and 1034 members in our Facebook page.  
· Carla Dedula provided an update on the Places to Play Committee.  
a. Active Generations is opening an east side location and will have pickleball courts available.
b. Avera Fitness is opening pickleball courts at their location on Southeastern.
c. Special Olympics has some gym time available.  Discussion was held about the club paying to secure regular gym time and providing access to club members at a low monthly fee to provide them with an additional place to play.
d. Match Pointe will be offering more court time to pickleball than last year.

· Mike Thelen will be leaving the board when his term is up in January.  A new board member will be needed.  
· Kay Faber will be doing a club inventory and be in charge of inventory.
· The club will have a booth manned by club members at the Fernsonfest on September 30th.
